Day 1 Arusha 
Arrive Arusha, transfer to Arusha. Overnight Arusha hotel standard room BB 
 
Day 2 Ngorongoro Conservation Area  
After early breakfast, depart for Lake Manyara National Park, 90-mins away, for a game drive inside the park.  Late morning, drive onto the deluxe 
Lemala camp on the rim of the crater facing a delightful acacia forest (2.5-hr drive). Late lunch at the camp. Afternoon at leisure. There is abundant 
birdlife around the camp for birders and elephant or eland are frequent visitors. An optional guided walk or visit to a Masai boma can be arranged 
from Lemala camp at extra cost (advance notice required).  Dinner and overnight at Lemala Ngorongoro Luxury Camp LDBB  
 
Day 3 Ngorongoro Conservation Area  
After early breakfast, depart for half-day tour of the crater floor renowned for one of the highest densities of wildlife per square mile on earth. 
Return to your camp for late lunch.  Afternoon at leisure or optional excursions. 
Meals and overnight at Lemala Ngorongoro Luxury Camp LDBB  
 
Day 4 Serengeti National Park 
After breakfast, drive to Manyara airstrip for flight to Kogatende airstrip in the northern section of Serengeti National Park near the Mara River. The 
northern section has abundant resident wildlife but between June and November the wildlife experience is enhanced as the wildebeest migration 
crosses its the vast undulating plains and the Mara River heading for the Masai Mara. Many herds remain in the northern section of Serengeti 
throughout the period and several herds will return from the Masai Mara should the weather change.  
 
Lunch at the lodge is followed by an afternoon game drive in 4x4s until sunset. Enjoy a sundowner.  Meals and overnight at Lemala Mara North 
Serengeti Luxury Camp LDBB  
 
Day 5 Serengeti National Park  
Morning and afternoon game drives. Lemala has a superb location with easy access to the vast plains of Bologonja, the beautiful kopjes and hills of 
Wogakuria, the Mara River and the Lamai wedge.

Lemala Ngorongoro is a new intimate camp on the rim of the crater offering luxury accommodation under canvas in large spacious tents. Each tents 
has 2 large single beds or a king size double bed with thick duvets for warmth and comfort and a private bathroom that includes a dressing area, a 
flush loo, shower and basin with running water.  There are only 9 tents in the private concession to ensure privacy and seclusion. The mess area is 
beautifully furnished with grand sofas, lamps, book and corner cabinets in old wood, chests and rugs. Meals are served al fresco or inside the mess 
and all guests are invited to sit together with the host at dinner time. Laundry and house beverages (wine, beer, soda, water, tea and coffee) at 
meal times are included. Lemala Ngorongoro offers great charm and luxury in a delightful prime location on the rim of the crater 
 
Lemala Serengeti Luxury Camp 
Lemala Serengeti is Lemala Ngorongoro's sister camp offering luxurious accommodation near the wildebeeste migration in Serengeti. The camp is in 
the Ndutu area between November and April , then moves to Central/Western areas until end of June and finally to Northern Serengeti until 
November. The camp is intimate with only 9 spacious and stylishly decorated tents. Each tent has either 2 large single beds or a king-size double 
bed and a private bathroom that contains a dressing area, flush loo, shower and basin with running water. The mess has a cozy sitting room with 
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large comfy sofas and a dining room where guests sit together to enjoy candle-lit dinners with the camp host. Laundry and house beverages (wine, 
beer, soda, water, tea and coffee) at meal times are included. Serengeti Lemala is one of the finest semi-permanent camp providing excellent 
accommodation in a picturesque Serengeti setting. 
 
Ngorongoro Conservation Area 
In the Great Rift Valley, that great schism in the earth's crust, lies the wonderful Ngorongoro Crater, one of the wonders of the natural world. It is 
an extinct volcano that collapsed in on itself around 25 million years ago thus forming a vast superbowl where the largest permanent concentration 
of African game is on display. 
 
The central bowl, the caldera, has sides roughly 1,950 feet high and a flattish centre with a diameter of about ten miles. The views from the top of 
the crater wall are absolutely breathtaking. The crater walls are forested but four wheel drive vehicles will take you down into this primeval paradise 
of woodland, lake, river, swamp and plain that shelters around 20,000 animals. Many of these are the large grazing animals such as wildebeest, 
buffalo, gazelle and zebra who depend on the open grasslands in the crater. These attract the attendant predators, the black-maned lion, the 
leopard and hyena. The elephant found within the caldera tend to be the lone males who have left the herds in the forested crater rim. 
 
When the water stocks are low elsewhere the animals within this micro-world turn to the swamps for fresh water and food. Elephants feed on the 
giant sedges and hippo wallow in the pools. The Fever Tree forests shelter monkeys, bushbuck and waterbuck and the few black rhino that have 
taken refuge here. A soda lake, fed by the Munge river attracts water birds, including flamingos and is a favourite place for predators to make their 
kill. Wildly beautiful as it is, it is not surprising that Ngorongoro Crater has been called a Garden of Eden. 
 
The conservation area also encompasses several other volcanos, one of which, Oldonyo Lengai, is still live. You may struggle to the top, if you wish, 
to gaze into its open and sulphurous maw but many prefer to admire from afar. One of the most fascinating attractions in the area is the Olduvai 
Gorge, where an old river has carved away the rock to expose layer upon layer of volcanic soil. This is where Dr Louis and Mary Leakey found the 
remains of hominids "Nutcracker Man" and "Toolmaking Man". The "Cradle of Mankind" now has a visitor centre where you may hear a short 
lecture on the the work of the Leakeys and their successors and a small museum where you may see some of their finds, including a giant giraffe - 
it is hard to believe that they were once even taller! 
 
Serengeti National Park 
George Adamson, co-raiser of Elsa the lioness, and husband of "Born Free" author Joy Adamson, visited the Serengeti in the early sixties and 
describes the experience in "Pride and Joy", his autobiography. At this time he considered it probably the greatest of all game reserves in Africa and 
one man was mainly responsible - Bernhardt Grzimek, Director of Frankfurt Zoo. The Serengeti had suffered terribly from over-zealous hunting in 
the 1930's and from large-scale killing of game during the war. Grzimek applied himself to the tensions between Maasai need for grazing and the 
indigenous wildlife. He and his son carried out a massive survey, using planes to quantify the game, and identifying and logging the plantlife. He 
used his best-seller "Serengeti Shall Not Die" to raise funds and publicise the exercise. Thanks to the Grzimeks, and to John Owen who established 
a renowned scientific research establishment there, the Serengeti still has an amazing concentration of wildlife. 
 
The 14,763 square kilometres of the Serengeti are probably most famous for being the southern end of the Great Migration. Every year over 1.5 
million animals, mostly wildebeest but also zebra and Thompson's gazelle, follow their instincts and move through the western corridor on their 
1000 kilometre journey to the fresh grazing of the Masai Mara. Predators pick off the weak, the laggardly and the young and crocodiles feast as the 
vast herd crosses the rivers but they continue their trek, as they have done since time immemorial. This is one of the earth's great sights - but it is 
by no means all the Serengeti has to offer. 
 
The vast, flat central plains, made fertile by the ashes of the none volcanos of the Ngongoro highlands, are places of huge skies, of shimmering 
heat hazes, yet also of delicate wild flowers blooming after the rains. The savannah, sprinkled with Acacia Tortilis, has majestic termite mounds and 
rock formations called kopjes which make great vantage points for predators. The lion are abundant, the leopard are plentiful (yet still secretive) 
and black rhino and cheetah both breed here. There are more than 500 species of bird and, interestingly, 100 sub-species of dung beetle - a sign of 
a varied animal population! Ndutu, in the south, has small lakes where you may see hippo and water birds. Perhaps one of the best ways to see the 
Serengeti is a hot air balloon ride when, in the cool of the early morning, you may admire the grandeur, the vastness and the stunning landscape.

Prices

you.  All suppliers reserve the right to increase prices at any time of the year when costs increase outside the control of the supplier.

Booking Alterations

Cancellation Policy

Force Majeure: 
The expression “force majeure” means any event which the supplier(s) in question could not have foreseen or avoided even with all due care.  Such 
events may include war or threat of war, riots, civil strife, industrial dispute, terrorist activity, natural or nuclear disaster, fire, adverse weather 
conditions, government action and all similar circumstances outside the suppliers control.  In these circumstances the suppliers shall not be liable to 
pay any compensation or otherwise be responsible for any expenses or losses you incur where supplier is forced as a result to cancel, delay, curtail 
or change your holiday arrangements in any way or where the performance or prompt performance of the suppliers contractual obligations is 
prevented or affected.   
 

Complaints: - 
In the unlikely event that a tour member has a dispute whilst on safari this must immediately be brought to the attention (and put on record) of the 
local representative, Hotel, Lodge or Camp management. It is likely that the tour member’s complaint will be satisfactorily resolved there and then. 
If, however, this is not the case and the tour member wishes to pursue the matter on their return from safari, it is essential the complaint be 
communicated in writing to Grumeti Expeditions within 21 days of the end of tour quoting tour reference, destination and departure date. Grumeti 
Expeditions regrets cannot accept responsibility of any complaints, which are not notified entirely in accordance to this clause.    
 
Responsibility of Grumeti Expeditions 
Grumeti Expeditions acts only as the Agent for the suppliers and shall not in any event be liable for any negligence, breach of contract or acts of 
omission on the part of suppliers, their employees or any other Agent, it shall be the responsibility of all customers including (without limitations) 
Tour members, Tour Operators and Travel Agents, to read and familiarize themselves with the terms and conditions of suppliers. Grumeti 
Expeditions’s liability for its own negligence or beach of contract shall be limited to the Tour price.   
 
Transportation 
Safari Minibuses, Cars, Land Cruisers and coaches will be provided according to the route and number of participants.  Grumeti Expeditions reserves 
the right to employ services of sub-contractors.  Multi-lingual driver guides are provided on request.   
 
For flying packages, clients will share vehicles with other guests booked at the hotel.  For exclusive use, please check with Grumeti Expeditions for 
supplements, which will be subject to availability.   
Insurance 
The hazards of travelling in Africa may inevitably rise to some risks and dangers. It is therefore a condition of booking that all tour members must 
have sufficient and appropriate travel insurance for the duration of their tour. Such insurance (which is not supplied by Grumeti Expeditions) should 
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fully cover all personal requirements including death, personal injury, medical expenses, and repatriation in the event of accident or illness, 
cancellation or curtailment of the tour members’ personal property. 
 
Hotel Bookings 
As a general rule, Grumeti Expeditions does not make hotel or lodge bookings only. In special circumstances assistance can be given but it’s subject 
to a booking fee of US $50 per reservation per hotel.  
 
Special Requests 
Any special requests (e.g. for single rooms or particular diet) must be notified in writing when the booking is made.  Whilst the supplier will 
endeavour to meet such requests they cannot be guaranteed and any failure to comply will not be a breach of contract.
